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The question of how to restore peace after conflict and civil war, and otherwise facilitate sustainable forms
of stability, has now become a global issue whose significance surpasses that of local issues. Government
dysfunction and failure results in the violation of basic human rights and loss of dignity of people in a given
area. Moreover, through unexpected large—scale outbreaks of refugee incidents and the diffusion of terrorist
attacks, disorder can at times easily cross national borders. Therefore, issues such as nipping such disputes
in the bud and planning and implementing peacebuilding efforts during post-war transition periods are
concerns shared by the international community as a whole. In the meantime, Asia, despite including former
places of conflict, is, as a whole, breaking away from stagnation and moving toward prosperity and economic
growth, although several serious problems linger in some areas. In this symposium, reviewing the peacebuilding
efforts in Asia, and their trajectory and outcomes, we will discuss how the international community and Japan,
in particular, should take part in future issues, specific efforts for the future, and their prospects.
